Guidance Notes - Disability Monitoring

The following notes, based on the definition, should assist you in deciding whether or not
you would consider yourself to have a disability.

Definition

The Disability Discrimination Act (DDA) defines that a person has a disability for if he / she
has a physical or mental impairment which has a substantial and long-term adverse effect
on their ability to carry out normal day-to-day activities.

The effect must be substantial (that is more than minor or trivial), adverse and long-term.
Long-term is defined as a condition that has lasted, or is likely to last, for 12-months or
more or for the rest of the person’s life.

Included within the definition of disability are the following:

Physical Or Mental Impairments - Including mobility, manual dexterity, physical co-
ordination, continence, ability to lift or otherwise move everyday objects, speech, hearing,
eyesight, memory or ability to concentrate, learn or understand, and perception of the risk
of physical danger. The mental impairment does not have to be ‘clinically well recognised’.

Severe Disfigurement - Including scars, birthmarks, limbs or postural deformation or
diseases of the skin. Tattoos (which have not been removed) and piercing of the body for
decorative purposes are not considered as a severe disfigurement.

People with HIV, cancer and multiple sclerosis (MS) will be deemed to be covered by the
DDA effectively at the point of diagnosis.
